	Ways to streamline and present pre-apprenticeship



When was the downloadable .xls of all pre-apprenticeship programs last updated? I can go through it and update it, I just wonder if I need to go look for additional programs. 
The top of this section requires more context. A person exploring entry into apprenticeship won’t quite know what ‘apprenticeship preparation’ means. Try this language:
Not Sure You’re Ready? Pre-Apprenticeship is the next step.
Pre-apprenticeship programs are short-term training programs designed to prepare you for a construction apprenticeship. 
What You’ll Get: - Basic construction skills training - Safety certifications - Help with your apprenticeship application - Connections to apprenticeship programs - Support with transportation, tools, and other barriers - Confidence that you belong in this industry
Who They’re For: Everyone. Pre-apprenticeship programs serve high school students, career changers, women entering non-traditional fields, tribal members, justice-involved individuals, veterans, and anyone else who wants to explore construction careers.
Programs typically last a few months, and graduates are more likely to be accepted into apprenticeship.
